1. The folder PEBrown should have the URL http://www.amillar.org/PEBrown

4. The main configuration they will require will be the function “WriteToFile()”, present in each one. In order to make them work in Warwick, Phill supplied me with code that enables perl to ‘log in’ to the Novell system. This is essential before they are able to write to a file on the server. They must also ‘log out’ too. This code is in the file “novell-login.txt”. I have removed it from the scripts by adding a comment symbol #, followed by NOV to indicate it’s the Novell code. 
5. The name of the variable ‘$filename’ in these functions may also need to have a path added to it. In Warwick the path had to be preceded by “shared:” All files that are written to are in the same folder as the scripts.
6. Each script starts with the line
#!/usr/local/bin/perl
This refers to the location where perl is installed on the Warwick server.
